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Measure and Cut MVCC
Cut MVCC to the desired length if needed. The MVCC is 
supplied in 4 foot lengths.

Placement of MVCC
Spread open one end of the MVCC and place it around the 
busbar. You can start the MVCC from either end. 

Continue down the length of the MVCC, spreading it while 
installing along the busbar.

Securing of MVCC
Once the MVCC is fully wrapped around the length of busbar 
the installation is complete.

It is highly recommend to secure the MVCC in place.

Cable Ties
With the cable ties provided wrap the cable ties around the 
MVCC at the beginning and end of each length/section and 
at intervals 300 mm (1 ft) apart.

MVFT (available separately)
MVFT self amalgamating tape can be used, it is 
recommended to apply 2 wraps of MVFT tape at intervals of 
300 mm (1 ft) apart.
